Library cards are available free of charge to anybody residing in Japan.

Cards may be obtained by submitting an application form together with current traceable
1dentification that includes both name and address, such as a driver’s license, student ID or alien
registration card.

20 books or magazines and 3 audio-visual materials for a period of up to 22 days may be
borrowed per person. Loan period can be extended for another 22 days if the material is not
requested from other patrons (excluding audio-visual materials).

Those living outside of the prefecture may also use this service (excluding audio-visual

materials ).

Returning Library Materials

Borrowed items should be returned to the Circulation Counter in our library.

They may also be returned to the two book posts at the back entrance facing the library parking lot.
